VOLUNTEER POSITIONS 2010 
 
 
 
 
USHER: 

Ushers are needed at each venue at least 30 minutes before each scheduled performance to 
take ticket stubs and assist patrons. The ushers are invited to stay and watch the 
performances during their shift and are needed to help tidy the venue at the end of the night 
to prepare for the following day of the festival.  

Times available:  June 3 – 13st from 6 – 8pm, 8 – 11pm, full shift 6 – 11pm  
 
 
BAR/CONCESSION: 

Volunteers who work the bar/concession will handle cash, count inventory, keep the 
concession area clean, and re-stock for the following shift change. Volunteers must be over 
18 years of age, and have ProServe certification as this position requires serving alcohol.  

Times available: June 3 - 13st from 5:15 – 8pm, 6 – 8 pm, 8:30 – midnight  
 
 
SHUTTLE:  

Nextfest will be providing a shuttle service to take audience members to and from the various 
venues throughout the city. Depending on the performance schedule, we will have two 
shuttles leaving at approximately ½ hour intervals from 5pm until 11pm nightly.  Volunteers 
are able to do part shifts.  Must have a valid drivers license. 

Times available: June 3 - 13st from 5 – 8pm, 8 – 11pm, or full shift 5 – 11pm 
 
 
DOOR SECURITY:  

Door security is needed for the safety of patrons and for the control of served alcohol.  This 
position monitors the doors at various venues during events where patrons roam the premises.  

Times available: June 3 - 13st from 6 - 9pm, 9 - midnight
